The site provides a direct wire connection to a local data centre, reducing its reliance 
on local grid infrastructure and decarbonising their energy supply.

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The need for solar
The context for this development is the immediate 
and pressing need for the deployment of renewable 
energy generation in the UK, in particular the 
development and construction of solar energy. 

Diversification and security of supply
Solar will act to diversify the energy mix, 
promote security of supply through 
diversification and decentralisation which 
is a key Government priority and in relation 
to which there have been prime geopolitical 
examples of the importance of security of 
supply.

The challengingly ambitious target
The UK has a legally binding and challengingly 
ambitious target to reach “net zero” by 2050, 
and investment in renewable electricity 
generation on an unprecedented scale is 
a fundamental part of the UK’s strategy to 
meeting that target, including in solar.
